Over 100 people regularly volunteer at the Community 
Blood Center, including those who wrap gifts during the 
holidays. “Some people really enjoy wrapping gifts, while 
others would do anything to avoid it. Our blood donor gift 
wrapping program works for both types of people!” said 
Brumm. 

The blood donation process usually takes about an hour. 
Blood donors must be at least 17 years old (16 with 
parental permission), weigh at least 110 pounds, be in 
general good health, and bring a photo ID.  People are 
encouraged to eat hearty meals and drink plenty of water 
on the day of their blood donation.  
 
Blood transfusions may be given to people injured in car accidents, undergoing surgery, or receiving 
cancer treatments. The Community Blood Center provides blood for 18 hospitals in Wisconsin and 
Michigan. Since 1955, the Community Blood Center has worked with volunteer blood donors to 
provide a steady, reliable blood supply for hospitals. Today, the blood center remains a nonprofit 
organization committed to serving hospital patients.
